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Position Paper Instructions

After the research process has been completed and the delegate has formulated a policy
on the given topics, the next step is a formalization of that position in writing. It is impor-
tant to be able to succesfully incorporate one’s thoughts into written form during debate.
GTHSMUN will require each delegation to submit a position paper to their committee di-
rectory for the 2006 conference. Submission of a position paper will be a key factor
in determining a delegate’s level of preparation for the purpose of selection for
awards.

All position papers must be formatted in the following way:

e Each topic can have a mazimum of one page;

e Each topic should be addressed separately;

e Substantively, the paper should address pertinent background information to the
topic, the country’s basic stance on the issue, and specific proposals to resolve the
problem.

Note that both the committee and country name should appear on the top of the paper!
If this information is not included, the paper will not be read.

Papers are due October 9th, 2006. They will be submitted online on the GTHSMUN
website at http://www. inta.gatech.edu/modelun/. More information on submission pro-
cedures has been emailed to all advisors.
