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LAPTOP POLICY

GTMUN 2008 will not permit the use of laptop computers during the conference. This is
done to ensure a general fairness among all conference participants. Delegates found
using such devices will surrender their devices to conference staff. Conference staff will
give confiscated devices to teacher advisors. Working papers are required to be submitted
electronically via the GTMUN web interface. A computer lab will be made available for
students for these purposes.
